Estate Yarra Valley Chardonnay 2006 Crisp and tight, the aromas and flavours built around a 
minerally rather than oaky structure; terrific drive to the nectarine fruit, and a very long finish. 
Screwcap. Rating: 96. To: 2016. 

Reserve Yarra Valley Chardonnay 2006 More colour than the other Chardonnays, ultra-complex, 
with strong winemaking fingerprints giving a warm toasty/nutty/creamy texture. Screwcap. Rating: 
94. To: 2013.  

Reserve Yarra Valley Shiraz 2006 Perfumed and bright, with Asian spice and red fruit at the core; the 
palate is lithe and quite lean, but builds to an apex of flavour that is defined by a subtle bramble 
undercurrent; very long and quite silky on the finish. Screwcap. 14% alc. Rating 95. To 2015. 

Yarra Valley Shiraz 2006 A little reduction on opening; quite a firm and rugged savoury wine, with 
roasted meat and raspberry fruit at the heart; grainy tannins and slightly unintegrated oak define the 
wine at this point in time; time will see it soften. Screwcap. 14% alc.  Rating: 90. To: 2015. 

All wines received either an outstanding rating (94-100) 
or highly recommended (90-93) rating from James Halliday.
